Employers ought to want you in their workplace; people should seek you for their 

leader because they know you as someone of integrity before God.  Your life and 

your home ought to be a magnet for people as they sense God’s presence with 

you and your family.  The more you allow Christ to make His presence 

evident in your life, the more people will draw near you and find Him.
